If you are interested in becoming a part of this program, please complete and either mail or bring the application package along with your $40.00 participation fee to Ann R. Harrell, Miss Golden Isles Pageant, 688 Emanuel Church Road, Brunswick, GA 31523 no later than Wednesday, October 12.  All registration fees must be paid by this deadline. You are welcome to get a sponsor to pay for this fee.  A sponsor may be an individual, business, club or

organization.  Your sponsor will receive one PATRON DONOR ticket for the $40.00 donated to the pageant and will be recognized in the pageant program.  If your sponsor would like to have a tax receipt, please include this information on the participation form and a receipt will be sent.
All the Miss Golden Isles and Miss Golden Isles’ Outstanding Teen Princesses will sit as a group at the pageant but we ask that mothers or female guardians (one person per family) to sit with their daughter(s).  If you are your daughter’s Sponsor, you will receive a free Patron Donor ticket at Orientation and will not have to purchase a ticket for yourself.  If you are not the Sponsor, we ask that you to go ahead and purchase a ticket at the Orientation meeting.  Tickets cost $15.00 each.  All other family members and friends who wish to attend the pageant may purchase advance tickets ($15.00 each person) from the contestant that your daughter is representing or pay at the door the night of the pageant.  To get seats close to your Princess, it is best to go ahead and get guest tickets in advance.  
Princesses are asked to take part in the Miss Golden Isles Fundraiser, “Princess for a Night”, that will be held at the Chick-fil-A, 70 Mall Blvd., Brunswick, GA (next to Home Depot) on Thursday, November 10, from 5:00-7:30 p.m.  You will receive more information on this event at the Orientation meeting.
Princesses are asked to donate one item for the Silent Auction which will be held at the pageant.  An auction item may be anything that you wish to donate.  You do not have to buy the item that you are donating.  Please feel free to go out into your community and ask for a business or organization to donate.  Every donor will be recognized in the program book.  Some suggested donations include:  Gift Baskets, Gift Cards, a cook book from a local church or community organization, etc.  All items will be appreciated and monies raised will be used to benefit the pageant expenses.
All Princesses will be asked to wear a party dress (it may be a short, tea length or a long dress of any solid color that you choose) for the pageant.  A pageant dress is not required.   Important:  A REQUIRED Dress Rehearsal will be held at the Ritz Theatre in downtown Brunswick on Friday, November 18 from 4:00-5:30 p.m.  Orientation and rehearsal for the princesses will be held on Saturday, October 15, from 5:30-6:30 p.m. at the Embassy Suites Hotel, 500 Mall Blvd., Brunswick which is located in the Glynn Place Mall, Exit 38 off I-95.

                                              RULES
      (PARENT, PLEASE READ TO YOUR CHILD AND KEEP THIS PAGE FOR REFERENCE)
1. Princesses must be no younger than six years old and no older than twelve years old by the date of the pageant, November 19, 2011.
2. Princesses must always act in a dignified manner.  (A Princess, whose conduct is deemed unbecoming, will be dismissed by the Miss Golden Isles Program and will not be able to participate.)

3. Parents are responsible for the behavior of their Miss Golden Isles Princess.

4. Princesses must be respectful to those in authority.  A Princess must be cooperative, teachable and be able to abide by the rules set forth by the Miss Golden Isles Princess Program.

5. Princesses must not use tobacco, alcohol or drugs or carry any weapons.  Violation of this will automatic dismissal and elimination from future participation in the Miss Golden Isles Princess Program.

6. Parents/Guardians must be responsible for their Princesses transportation to and from all activities.  
7. Princesses are asked to provide a 5x7 head and shoulders photo on a CD-R for the program book.  If you do not already have one, we will need for you to have one made (if you want your picture in the program ).   Danny Benton, Miss Golden Isles Board member, will be available to take one of your child at no charge at the Orientation, if you do not have one to provide.
8. Princesses must be on time for Orientation, Dress Rehearsal and Pageant.  Tardiness is not permitted.  We do not wait for late comers.     
9. A Mother, Guardian or Adult Representative is required to attend Orientation with each Princess.

10. A Mother/Guardian or Adult representative is required to attend Dress Rehearsal with each princess.  Other family members and friends are not allowed at the dress rehearsal.  No parents or friends are allowed backstage at the dress rehearsal or pageant.  
11. Due to no dressing room and limited space at the Ritz Theatre, we ask that princesses come ready (hair, etc. must be done in advance) and dressed in a party dress and shoes for the dress rehearsal and pageant.  Princesses should wear comfortable shoes. The style is your choice.  (Please, no clog shoes, sandals or shoes with more than a two inch heel.)  If you are traveling, please come ready except your dress that you can slip on upon arrival.
12. Princesses are not allowed to bring any food which includes candy, chips, cookies, drinks, gum, etc., cell phones, pagers or any other electronic devices to practice or pageant.  Bottled water is allowed.

13. The Miss Golden Isles Executive Director and the Miss Golden Isles Princess Chairman are in complete charge of all activities associated with the Miss Golden Isles Princess Program and have full authority to make decisions concerning this program.
